Booth sizes will be approximately 10X10 and 10x20. If you need a larger area to accommodate a
larger trailer or tent, you must let the Vendor Chairperson know in ADVANCE.

Tables, chairs, tents, extra lighting and any other accoutrements are the sole responsibility of the
vendor.

All food booths must show proof of health permit and food handler’s permits. Health permits must be
signed and displayed.

Western Week Security reserves the right to restrict any items from sale. By signing above, the vendor
acknowledges that in case of rain, severe or hazardous weather or any other act of God, there will be
no reimbursement for booth fees.

There will not be 24-hour security during the festival; Western Week will assume no liability for
damage, loss or theft.
